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Kerr Exhorts Students I 
To Consult Professors 
The President of Dalhousie Uruiversity, Dr. Alexander E. 

Kerr, last week urged students in an annual Convocation 
,a,ddress to consult their teachel'S about problems and dif­
ficulties which may occur during the tenn. 

Directing his remarks towards new Dalhousians, whom 
he called "Children of Dalhousie," Dr. Kerr said that teachers 
would "take it as a compliment" if they were consulted about 
difficulties in their V'aTious fields of study. 

Soviet Students 
To Visit Dal 

Five Soviet Students will visi.t 
Dalhousie later this month, accord­
ing to a recent CUP release. 

The Students' Council of the 
USSR said October 5 that it would 
send five Soviet Students to visit 
various Canadian Universities this 
fall. 

This tour-the Lirst of its kind in 
Canada-is a reciprocal arrange­
ment between NFFCUS and the 
Soviet Council. In May an equa'l. 
number od' Canadian students will 
be chosen to visit the Soviet Union. 
Both the Russian and the Canadian 
groups will ·be paying particular 
attention to studerut government. 

In addition to Halifax, the stu­
dents will visit 'I'oronto, Winnipeg, 
Saskatoon, Edmolllton and Van~ 

couver. They are tentatively sched­
uled to arrive .in Monstreal Oct. 16, 
and will sta!rt thetir tour westward 
from Halifax, until they reach Van­
couver a month later. 

NFCUS .president Bruce Rawson 
pointed out that the exchange was 
part of the federation's plans to 
funther understand.ing and coopera­
<tion in the w-orld. "We hope that 
,this will become an annual event, 
and would like to see it eXjpand in­
to other types af exchanges," he 
said. 

Eaoh university receiving the 
Russians must house and feed them 
lfor two days and contribute to 
their cross-Canada travel e?CJpenses 
in a ratio ibased on their student 
population. 

"The evidence af thE< active in­
terest od' the student in <the subject 
tha>t he is being taugJh.t is part of 
the reward that every irue teaoher 
appreciates," he said. 

He added: "I shall always be glad 
to see you if you ihink there is 
ever anything thaJt I can do to he!Jp 
you." 

'I'he Convocation address is given 
annually, as part of a welcome to 
new students. In his October 9 wel­
come, Dr. Kerr introduced the new 
professors. 

Turning to the history of Dal­
house, Dr. Kerr emphasized iJts im­
portance, and briefly oUJtlined the 
university's story, from its 1815 in­
ce.ption by the NinLh Earl of Dal­
housie, to the present. 

"It would be uruf01tunate," he 
said, "ilf the genius of this noble 
seat of learning were forgotten in 
new generations, in which the spirit 
that animated the Earl of Dal­
housie and his supporters will need 
to be reaffirmed repeatedly, and 
translated into coillternporacy 
terms." 

Conclud.in,g, Dr. Kerr urged the 
students to rememlber that 4lhey had 
come to study, and should keep 
every inlterest subordinate to that; 
to keep the rules - made for the 
common good, ("the senate has 
seldom found 1t necessary to im­
pose penalties for breach of dis­
cipline"); to attend the exercises of 
their religion, now that so many 
students are aJWay from the re­
straillJts of their home life. 

Fin:ally, he referred to the changes 
aLtering the life of the world, and 
urged the students to keep in mind 
the idea that they were "preparing 
(themselves) for the service of their 
generation and the d.isoharge of 
(their) duties as citizens."

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Sir George Williams Freshman Dies 
During Initiation Week Hazing 
OTTAWA (CUP)-Oct. 5-The perennial problem of 

hazing is being revived since the death Friday of 19-year-old 
Michael Levine, who collapsed during Freshman Week at Sir 
George Williams University in Montreal. 

Levine, who apparently had a 
history of heart trouble, died after 
he ran eight ·blocks from the uni­
versity to Phillips Square in down­
town Mollltreal imitarting the Aus­
tralian miler Hevb Elliot. 

Since the incident, the campus 
papers at McGill and Toronto halVe 
asked for a stop to any form of 
hazing by universities and ;frater­
nities. 

One of the students running the 
initiation said that Levine had ibeen 
asked if he <Would do the stunt, and 
he replied that he would. 

Dressed in shorts, and a T-shirt, 
he wore a sign around his neck 
stating "I am He:Db Elliot." Upon 
his arrival at :the square he was to 
make a speech announcing his !re­
tirement, while standing on the 
statute of Edward VII. He began 
hls speech, faltered, and ibhen fell 
at the base of the statue. 

The couse of death is not official­
ly known, as the ooroner's inquest 
•is no.t concluded. 

The campus paper The Georgian 
stated that Mrs. Levine had told a 
student of Sir George that her son 
had a history of heart trouble, and 
had spent 10 years at the School for 
Cd1ppled Children. She is also re­
ported to have said that she does 
not hold the students at Sir GeoDge 
responsible for what happened. 

In an editorial, The Georgian said, 
"From all accounts, Mike fell li.nJto 
tlhe spirit of the Week; he volun~ 
teered whenever he could, and must 
have forgotten any handicaJps he 
had." 

W.tth reference to the week, i1t 
stated that the program, "was in­
tended to avoid any such occur­
rences, and, indeed, under any cir­
cumstances, all would have been 
well." 

Sir George Will.i.ai!ns PrinciJpal 
Dr. H. F. Hall sa:i.d that he "was 
thoroughly shocked," •but declared 
tha.t "Freshman Week aJt Sir Geonge 
vVilliams does not entail hazing ln 
the well-known sense of the word." 

McGill held a mild form of in­
itiation until 1950 when most of the 
UJpperclassmen felt th.aJt in1tiations 
were "silly" and the Senate then 
decided to end such ceremonies at 
McGill. However, fraternity hazing 
is still practiced at the universilty. 

Pointing this ·out, the MeGill 
Daily this week took oa stand on all 
hazing stating, "we wish only tto 
point out the relationship between 
the tragedy and the practice of 
hazing, however modera.te it may 
be. Is it not time that hazing of all 
kinds inducting that which still 
exists a.t McGill in certain frater­
nities be curtailed once and for 
all?" 

The play has a five member cast. 
Ruth MacKenzie, who played Maisie 
in DGDS's smash hit The Boyfriend, 
last year will play Gillian Holroyd, 
the female lead in Bell, Book and 
Candle. An aotor for Shepherd 
Henderson, the male lead, was not 
chosen at Thursday night's audi­
tions. Other performers include 
Carol Clark as Miss (Aunt Queenie) 
H-olroyd, Charley Haliburton as 
Nicky Holroyd; and Hugh Williams 
as Sydney Redli.tch (an offbeat 
author.) 

The first rehearsal was held 
Tuesday night at 7:30. 

"We've spent all sumnner reading 
bad .plays" <X>mmented Ruth Mac­
Kenzie. Bell, Book and Candle, 
however, is a magnificent play, and 
DGDS is expecting great success 
with it." 

The play has a central theme the 
practice of wiJtchcra.ft in modern 
New York and is flavoured with 
the love scenes of Gillian and Shep­
herd. 

The DGDS musical rpreserutation 
this year will be the musical COIIll­
edy Wonderful Town by Leonard 
Bernstein (lyrics by Adolf Green 
and Betty Comden) . This will be 
presented on March 1-4. 

The DGDS is also, as in former 
years, sponsoring the Connelly 
Shield comeptttions on Nov. 17, 18 
and 19. Various faculties are offer­
ed the opportunity of presenting 
one~act plays to :the pUJblic. The 
Education Dept. and .the Faculty of 
Ants and Science have already en~ 
tered their p}ays. DGDS pays roy­
alties for these plays and generally 
gives whatever help and instruc­
tion i.t can. 

"We are expecting quite a few 
more plays in this competition," 
said Ken Clarke, "and we hope !that 
students who won't be acting in the 
plays will turn out for stage craw."

Lets Haul Campus Politics 

Out of the Mud 
It prdbably seems a little early to the 

advocates of fun.Jand-games politicking to 
speak of campus politics now. Indeed, 'it may 
seem pointless to speak of it at all. But the 
fact fs, unless something is done now, poli­
tical life at Dalhousie will remain in the 
dregs of the political barrel for yet another 
year. 

Politics here is a phenomenon (Yf early 
Mnrch, totally divorced from political reality. 
It provides a forum for amusing sophistry 
and the occasional collegiate prank----an en­
tertaining two days preceeded by a week of 
arid pamphlets, two (or perhaps three) 
speeches, and a gaudy display of hackneyed 
party slogans hung from the walls. In short, 
it is a farce. 

The major defense of all this activity 
is that it leads up to model parliament, which 
is supposed to provide students with a cl~ar­
er concept of parliamentary government and 
a public audience for free speech and clear 
thinking. Certainly there is an audience, 
but neither they nor the participants t>'f 
model parliament have furthered their 
knowledge of government indeed, they have 
seen the worst of pe1·versions. 

For to develop any concept of any kind 
of government, the problems and issues 
which f1ace it must first be mastered. It l'S 
only then that the institution of Parliament 
becomes meaningful to those who try to copy 
it. No issues have been brought forward to 
fight over in the past years, and without 
them the bai'e bones of parliamentary pro­
cedure lie sterile in the mud of political 
name-calling. 

It is up to the campus politicians, we sub­
mit, to make these issues and to finld the 
major problems facing the Canadian govern­
ment today. Both pamphlet and speech 
sh10uld then be used to discuss them on cam­
pus. The job is not as formidable as it first 
seems. Party organizations in Ottawa or in 
the Provinces are always willing to s~ntl 

materi<al; professors are available for tech­
nical assistance. A well organized party could 
assign various topics for investigation to a 
large gToup of party members in order to 
spread the burden. Certainly it should be 
possible to look south of the border at the 
presidential del:Yates and instigate similar 
discussions here with tahe assistance, per­
haps, of Sodales. 

There is nl:) better time than the present 
to begin the slow erosion of political illiter­
acy. 

Registration Procedures 
Require More Efficiency 
"Today's youngsters," one writer said, 

"are in a desperate huny to go nowhere <and 
to do nothing." Although we feel this critic­
ism to be a little extreme, we have some 
sympathy for it because we believe that even 
in this automated world patience is a virtue 
well worth keeping. We are also quick to 
agree, however, that time wasted for no ap­
oarent reason is as much of a crime as a 
iack of patience. It is with this in mind that 
we wholeheartedly 'Support the mass of stu­
dents who voiced strong protest over the 
way registration was conducted. 

During the summer, students were asked 
to fill out the'ir cards in order to speed up 
matters at registration time. This most stu­
dents did, only to find themselves still hav­
ing to wait in line for two or three hours in 
order to get into the registrar's office. Once 
inside, they do only two things. The first is 
to obtain their registration number, which 
takes perhaps sixty seconds. The second is to 
check with the registrar to see th'at they 
have selected their courses correctly. This 
takes 1anywhere from five minutes to half an 
hour and is the real source of the bottle­
neck. 

This delay is pointless and ridiculous. 
Surely 'it would be possible to h1ain three or 
four people so that they could help put the 
students through this Toutine check much 
more quickly. Jt seems beyond reason that 
in a university of this size there is only one 
person who has the knowledge 'and the 
1authority to give the student pe1mission to 
take the courses he desires and to make sure 
that he fulfills the necessary requirements 
for his degree. 

The mayhem which resulted last week 
could easily be eliminated by the innovation 
of a little efficiency. It would not take any 
great effort of planning on the pat·t of the 
administration 1and it would s;ave a large 
number of people ~an awfully boring, tiring 
wait in line.

It is my hope, howe"Ver, that the 
Bill may be useful in cutting down 
the wide discretionary rpowers cur­
rently granted by certain enact­
ments to administrative boards and 
officials, who will be forced to take 
into consideration the rights of in­
dividuals more than they have done 
so m the past. Perhaps it may lead 
to the day when an immigrant can­
not be deported by the Department 
of Immigration without giving rea­
sons for so doing, and to the day 
when a minority religious group

He is a 
business man, a public relations of­
ficer, a diplom.art; steerinrg a vague 
and non-commi1ial course in order 
to please the aged, the farmers, the 
women, the subu:r:bians, the liiberals, 
the socialities, the conservatives, 
and the local politicians. His main 
<function is bo double check every 
word in order not bo offend and 
lose one precious reader. 

The resu1t? The big dailies have 
lost all ba.cklbone and have been 
reduced to means of feeding an un­
discriminating population the nerws 
of the laJtest women's auxiliary tea 
party.

Czechoslovakia anrl obtained a Ph.D. from Mias>aryk's University. 

A former member of the Czechoslo'V'ak Parliament and Vice-President of the Czecho­
slov.akia State Council, he !rat& became President of the Parliamentary Cultural Committee 
and acted ras Minister of Education. Twice taken prisoner, once by G&many and once by 
the Communists, he subsequently came to <Atnad•a in 1951 to lead a new life. Becoming an 
Anglican deacon in 1955, he was ord1:1irred priest in 1956. 

The following are some of Dr. Uhlir's views on university students, expressed ~n a 
recent interview: 

What do you think about our 
students here? 

I love young people generally 
and, of course, our studen>ts and 
am in regular contact with them in 
many colleges and universities, es­
pecially through The New Life 
publication and my missiA>nary 
work. I believe that everyibody 
who loves '11he Country ihas Ito love 
also its young people, for •they are 
her hope, future and guarantee of 
greatness, whether material or DOn­
material. 

Do our young people tend to 
wrong-doings about which we often 
read in the press? 

Thank God, they do not. Our stu­
dents are generally descent, well­
behaving young ladies and gentle­
men. They have a sense o.t personal 
responsibility towards themselves 
and tlheir fellow men. No doubt, 

this sense is one of the greatest 
treasures which l:hey received from 
bheir own homes. I believe that a 
family that lives according ro God's 
Commandments and considers Him 
a daily Companion and Friend, can 
send only good sons and daiUghters 
into the world. As far as I koow, 
the Canadian :family, in spite of all 
the modern paganism which has in~ 
fluenced it, is still a God~believing 
and God-fearing family. 

What do you think of our stu­
dents' intellectual abilities? 

Of >COurse, not all af them are 
scholars, but most of them aTe 
intelligent peo;ple, seeking for 
more knowledge enjoy:i!ng learning, 
st~gling for good success. Ohr1st­
rnas and the Spring are the best in­
dicators of Uris fact. I usually find 
three main types of studenbs witlh 
regard to their intellectual abilities, 

when reading their examination 
papers: to the first category belong 
those who KNOW, and also know 
how to express ilt; to the second be­
long those who KNOW, lbut ihave 
trouble expressing it; and the third 
category are those who do NOT 
KNOW, but usually know how to 
eX'Pl'E!'SS it. 

What would you like to tell the 
students? 

The knowledge which our stu­
dents gert; in their classrooms is 
very valuable material which they 
can use for building the highway 
of life, but to possess only material 
is not enough. There must also be 
a blueprint of the Highiway and its 
direction. The Plan of Life is in 
the Planner of Life Himself, for 
only He can give us the direction 
of Life. Remem!ber His words:­
"Without Me ye can do nothing." 

He was most eager to explain the 
new "divisional plan", used with 
great success in the U. S. The sys­
stem, as it will be used at Dal, will 
be purely administrative and will 
not entail re-lettering the books or 
maning the card index any more 
complicated than it already is. The 
plan calls for the devision of the 
library into the three main fields of 
Sciences, Humanities, and Social 
Studies, and will eventually add to 
the staff three senior librarians, one 
in charge of each department. Mr. 
Wilkinson is hoping to announce the 
appointment in the humanities field 
in the near future, and will proceed 
to hunt out a qualified librarian for 
the Science department. The third 
appointment will be made as soon as 
the resources of the library permit. 

The greatest benefits of the plan 
will fall to the third and fourth year 
students and the graduates. They 
will find library personnel not only 
to dig out their reference books 
from the labyrinth of the stacks, but 
will also appreciate the intricacies 
of the problem on which they are 
working. Mr. Wilkinson, looking 
ahead a few years, sees this .service 
in the student's frame of reference 
providing a focal point for closer 
relationships with the senior stu­
dents, and perhaps discussion 
groups in which the librarian of the 
relevant department will partici­
pate. 

In addition to an explanation of 
this new sy.stem, we garnered also 
a goodly harvest of comments on the 
Dal library, on what it needs, and 
on what changes are planned. Dal 
has a fine library, but will need con­
stant and increasing support to 
maintain its high standards. Since it 
is undeniably a small library build­
ing, there is a pressing need for 
more space, both in view of greater 
number of students, and in view of 
the various departments branching 
into graduate work. Its age, how­
ever, has lent it more than the 
dusty veneer of antiquity, in that 
it has time to build up quite a good 
collection of research materials. 
Weaknesses in the collection are un­
doubtedly present, but the basis is 
there, and money will do the rest. 
The recent university budget, aware 
of the need, has provided for in­
creased financial support.

"At first we thought we were going 
to be in on a real cops-and- robbers 
adventure", said the same frosh, 
"until we realized that we were the 
bandits." 

When no prowlers were found at 
the construction company, the police 
began to get the picture too. All six 
students were soon gathered at the 
police station where irate plain­
clothesmen warned them that they 
were liable to up to 14 years in jail 
for trespassing and for causing a 
public nuisance. 

"They told us that would report 
us to the Chief of Police, to the 
Crown Attorney, and to President 
Bissell", said Bobby Shuster, "and 
one said, 'Well boys, I guess that 
ends your college careers'.'' 

The desk sargeant at the police 
station recommended calling the 
Sergeant of Detectives. In turn, the 
Sergeant of Detectives said the 
police station would be the place to 
call.

cannot be deprived, in any prov­
ince, of the right to practise its be­
liefs. 

'• 

Before all this can leave the 
realm of speculation and enter 1lhat 
of fact, however, many hundreds 
must be passed. For the effective­
ness of the Bill may be diminished 
by conflict with provincial jur.is­
diction, since the provinces have, 
under the British North America 
Act, exclusive control over prQP­
erty and civil rights w.i.thin the 
provincial sphere. 

For the present we can only hope 
. that this Bill is the first step to­
waros providing 1)I'Otection for the 
constitution. The only cectmn bene­
:flit discernible at this time is that 
1t constitutes a clear, presenlt-day 
statement of the rights of the in­
dividual, or at least the supposed 
rights of the individual, which may 
!fa-cilitate .the !Work Oif school-teach­
ers who have hltherto had to resort 
to the Magna Carta and other equi­
vocal sourees. 

The break will be held from Mar·. 
5-Mar. 12 four weeks before the final 
examinations. 'vVestern tried a simi­
lar experiment last year. McMaster 
was the first to initiate the recess. 

"It should be made clear," Dean 
Armstrong said. "that students can­
not afford to leave until study week, 
any substantial amount of work that 
remains to be done." And he added 
that the first attempt, "was not at 
all succes ful. It was distonlinued 
when people wanted to know ahead 
of time when it would be, so that 
they could plan their skiing trips. " 

During the break the library will 
be open and professors will be avail­
able for consultation. 

McMaster President G. P. Gilmour 
said that he had ''helped invent it, 
and helped kill it. Students assured 
me that they needed the lime, were 
exhausted, and would use the time 
to catch up. There is no evidence 
that this occurred." 

"My pity for the average under­
graduate is not very warm. Later on 
they are not going to get a mid­
term break whenever they need it," 
he concluded.

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The Anatomy of Dentistry 
by SUE HERMON 

The number of students aJble to be accommodated in the filiSt year class of Dallrousie's 
School of Dentistry doubled from 12 to 24 upon the opening of the Dental Building three 
years ago. 

Contrary to what might be expected, the increased facilities did not result in a rush 
of students clamouring to enter Dentistry. The present enrollment in all four years of the 
course totals only 54, with accommodation for a possible 96. This year, also, for the first 
time in at least ten years, no women tare attempting to conquer the four-year course. 
(Normally one or two women are registered.) This is far removed from the state in Euro­
pean countries where women comprise 80 to 90% of the dental population. 

The lenglhlt Otf time involved is, 
perhaps, a deterrent to semi-inter­
ested people, but the oppovtunilties 
available more than compensate for 
bhe few more years of study. A 
dental gradua.te may lectw·e art; a 
university or engage in resoorch, 
for which <the fund.s, but not the 
men, are available. The Iield of 
Public Heal.Jth is open, and the 
Army Dental Corps' quota is far 
from filled. Of course, aside from 
these choices, the young dentist 
can al,ways set up a practice, and, 
in Canada, where ·the ratio of den­
tists is so extremely low, success is 
assured. 

11he preceding paragraph leads rto 
the subject of the rates oharged for 
dental services, which, to a num­
ber of people barely stops shorlt of 
robbery. To obtain the added con­
venience, however, new eq~ment 
is needed whioh not only costs 
more to manufacture, but, thanks 
to inflaJtion, yield.s an even higher 
bill when finally pu~ohased. Quite 
defin.iltely, the cost of prov.iding 
dental services has increased far 
more than hwe the rotes charged 
for them. 

A wide difference in the fees 
charged is noticed, even here in 
Halifax. There is, first Oif all, no 
union on whose standard.s dentists 
set ofueir fees. Also, the young den­
tist, fresh out of university, is in

The figures above clearly 
indicate thalt if every person in an 
area went to a dentist's of:fJce just 
once a year, the derutist, labor.ing 
24 hours a day, could not serve near 
the number of patienlts rwiho ap­
peared. 

moment) is more liable to look 
stricken after hearing an agonized 
ye1p. The really green student 
never does much more than clean 
the teeth of his first paJtient. All 
drilling and d\illing is done first on 
models or "phantoms," so that when 
a studenJt reaches his third yeax 
and begins to use people for prac­
tice, any nonnal cavilty is not sup­
posed Ito fluster him. There is no 
practice, as such, for extractions. 
The student simply sees numerous 
demonslmtions and then has to dis­
cover .the actual tmck to Lt himself. 
One n ever knOIWs just how much 
dental ex.perience a student has 
acquired, as the nervousness felt by 
him is soon conquered by a morbid 
interest in his work, and by the 
desire to earn a pa.ssin!g grade on 
that particular gold inlay. Being a 
demonstration rpatienlt is not too un­
comfontable if one simply ignores 
the .fact 1frlat the lecturer is de­
scribing YOUR mouth, and realizes 
that the Jour or five faces peering 
at one's lower ja.w, trying oornest­
ly to see the incision made 45 de­
grees from the vertical, are merely 
dedicated searchers for knowledge. 
After all, it might well be the one 
time thart; a ,gil'l will have five men 
so intensely interested in !her.

A few senior members of the 
UMSU council were reported to have 
approached Dean of Women Mar­
jorie MacKay for her intervention. 
Miss Lonergan said that Dean Mac­

run. The dean allegedly said, "it 
would not be fair to yourself, to 
UMSU or to your sex." 

Meanwhile Humphreys said that 
he had learned from reliable .sources 
that Mr. Darling had told the 
deputy returning officer fuat he, as 
treasurer, was "running the show." 

The ex-secretary stated that the 
original deadline for nominations 
had been set for noon of Sept. 26. 
Later, when the deadline was not 
advertised sufficiently, Darling con­
ferred with Humphreys and execu­
tive members to extend the deadline 
one day. 

But, Humphreys contended, when 
the treasurer discovered that Miss 
Lonergan was in the race, he ex­
tended the deadline for another day 
consul ling only the vice-president, 
Duncan Wallace on the matter. He 
pointed out that "This should have 
been an executive decision. Darling 
should not dictate policy." 

It was pointed out during the 
campaign that required changes in 
the UMSU constitution to make the 
election possible have not been made 
and all actions by the executive and 
the deputy returning officer con­
cerning the election may be uncon­
stitutional. 

If she had stayed in the race, Miss 
Lonergan would have been the sec­
ond woman candidate for the presi­
dency in the history of the UMSU.
