The I.S.S. announced at the recent national conference held at 

Mc.Master University that the scholarship scheme whereby European 
displaced students studied at Canadian universities would come to an 
end next year . The change was made necessary, they said, by the 
closing down of t he operations of the International Relief Organization 
which p rovided for the transportation of the students to this country. 

That such a valuable plan should be forced to discontinue at a time 
when clearer understanding between Europe and America on every level 
was never more needed is a tragedy. ·Misapprehension and ignorance 
han! always been bars to co-operation and now, the one method most 
successful in clear ing away these obstacles, namely personal contact, is 
to be halted for a reason the most easily overcome-money. 

· We realize fully the expense invoiveci and that the various projectf> 
u ndertaken by I.S.S. already strain its capacity but surely if no othe: 
organization can be found to accept the financial responsibility for the 
transportation of the ;;tudents some means could be found within I.S.S. 
itself to provide for it. It would be a shame to allow such a scheme to 
lapse for want of $50,000. 

The students exchanged under the plan have all undergone the 
most rigid tests for desirability and fitness as well as for intelligence 
qualifications and more than proYiding a link with Europe more valuable 
than a number of pamphlets on the subject, they are people that CanadH 
has need of in her ever expanding horizons. 

This year over fifteen ~=;tudents came to Canada and will finish their 
studies here under the ~lan. :\Iedicine, law, engineering, science and tht 
arts were all represented in these students scattered from easternmost 
Dalhousie to the University of British Columbia. Most of them will 
take out citizenship papers and settle here on completing their work. 
These are people we need. Can we afford to turn them away? 

Financial Security, like academic 
training, is planned step by step, 
and can best be accomplished 

through life insurance. 

Barbara Davison and Guy Mac­
Lean were Dalhousie's schohrship 
winners to the International Sum­
mer Seminar held this year at 
College St. Alexandre, Limbour, 
Quebec. J?rom a Canadian point 
of view, the one in which we at 
this meeting were naturally most 
interested, the Canadian seminar, 
although a definite success, lacked 
in considerable measure the in­
ternational flavour of the previous 
seminars in Europe when students 
from Canad and the U.S. were a 
proportionately smaller group and 
more Asiian and European stud­
ents were able to attend. With 
this in mind, after a discussion of 
possible sites for next year we 
chose Ceylon as the most desirable, 
although the e'ltimated cost to 
Canadian ISS is about $50,000. 
Failing this, Israel. Jugoslavia and 
Italy were next cho1:en in that 
order. In spite of the financial 
problems we though it best to plan 
a seminar every year with more 
effort being made to secure Gov­
ernment aid in all countries. The 
Canadian provincial governments 
proved to be kss interested in a 
Canadian seminar than in one in 
Europe. The Maritime govern­
ments have been very helpful but 
other provinces, with more uni­
versities and delegates, have found 
if difficult to get government sup­
port. We are hoping eventually, 
of course, that the Seminar Re­
port, when it has been recognized 
as a truly educational undertak­
ing. In connection with the Sem­
inar programs, some delegates 
(Dalhousie's excepted) felt that 
"too great an emphasis had been 
placed in previous years on 
catering to Arts, (Humanities and 
Social Sciences) students. An ef­
fort, it was agreed, Rhould be 
made to broaden the base of 
Seminar selection to include scien­
tific and technical students ... " 
Finally, details of the competition 
and application for the next Sem-
inar will bC' announced on a1 Na-

Added 
one .sliding trombone, a walking base, and above all, 'Father' Earl 
Hines, shattering eight-eight ivories with unparalleled supremacy. 
Undauntily interspersed in the chaos of melodically uncontrolled 
rhythm, bounced, danced and contorted, blues-singer Velma Middleton 
with amazing energy, jellified humour and fantastic ability for so 
'petite' a song bird. When the dust had settled Hines had wilted 
Honey Suckle Rose; Armc;trong excited on Blueberry 'Hill, and leered 
over One Kiss; with .Middleton, had gurgled, spooned and equivered 
over That's My Desire and You're J ust in Love. Also worked on by 
the jazzologists upreme: C-Jam Blues, Bugle Blues, Tea For Two. 
As suddenly as it had begun the wailing horn, the moaning clarinet, 

· the echo of the drums faded Armstrong wrung out his well used 
handkerchief and Velma's 200 pounds sighed with obvious rellief. A 
completely exhausted audience staggered out. Jazz had come, seen 
and conquered. 

It was back at the turn of the century when out of the slums of 
New Orleans a type of music came that was to captivate its listeners 
and become a symbol of the century's first fifty years. With that 
music, pushing it hard, was this same Mr. Armstrong, whose love 
for jazz and whose racially inherited sense of rhythm, made him one 
of Jazz's greatest names. It spread across the nation and up the 
years of time giving birthl to many styles, variations and great in­
strumentalists. Jazz watched the frenzied tempos of the '20s, the 
syncopated swing of the '30s, the neurotic noise of Bee Bop and Pro­
gressive Jazz in the '40s. Goodman, Miller, Kenton, Clinton, Crosby, 
Teagarden, were some of the standard bearers-and millionc; wor­
shipped at the shrine of Jazz. We may prefer Brahms or Wagner 
but this we have to realize: that since Gershwin wrote the Rhapsody 
in Blue and Armstrong looked down his horn at a mob in New 
Orleans, jazz has become a symbol and a part of Western life and 
culture.

Tomorrow being Hallowe'en, it~ - --~ 
would seem high time to remind Th Q t' 
our gate-filching, cows-oh-roof e ues lOner 
friends { c o u I d be students? 
Never!) that they are uot nearly 
as clever as they like to imagine, 
but are actuaily possessed by 
evil spirits! ' 

Yes, in the good old days the 
last night of October was sup­
posedly the one evening in the 
year when all spirits, good and 
bad, could wander the earth to 
their heart's content. The good 
little ghosts are rarely mentioned, 
they just went back to their old 
homes and got something earthly 
to eat, but the evil 'uns!!! They 
roamed the skies, byways and 
highways in the form of black 
cats, vampires, werewolves, witch­
·es, and what have you. 

With the coming of Christianity, 
the fateful 31st became known as 
Hallowe'en, the eve of All Saints 
Day., but the essential character of 
the night remained, in fact in 
some parts of' Ireland the eve of 
November is called "Oidche Sham­
hna", vigil of Saman, the lord of 
death, to this day.

Law Notes 
Today is the day the big case 

comes to trial. A number of per­
sons prominent in the Law School 
will be called to the witness stand 
in Supreme Moot Court to testify 
for the Plaintiff, Alfred Harris, 
student or for the Defendant, the 
Dalhousie Law Library Committee. 
Proceedings will get under way at 
2 p.m. 

In question is the right of the 
committee to impose fines and in 
particular to impose a fine on 
plaintiff, for holding a library 
book beyond a specified period. 
Counsel for the Plaintiff, the 
sedate and reputable firm of Cles, 
Macdonald and Macintosh content 
that their client was unjustly 
fined. The equally sedate and 
reputable firm of Hanison, Lock­
wood and Smith claim that the 
fin e was legally imposed and just 
what was deserved. 

A writ of CERTIORARI was 
obtained by the Counsel for the 
Plaintiff in a special Chamebrs 
before Mr. Justice O'Hara Thurs­
day .
