Down in the Carleton Campus, at the north-
cast corner of the old Forrest Hall, there is a
flower bed, planted to keep fresh and living the
memory of those Dalhousians who served their
country in the Great War. In this beautiful
plot there are fifty-nine plants in memory of
those Dalhousians who did not return, one pays
tribute to the Unknown Soldier, and the peren-
nial border which encloses the plot is in honour
of those who survived to begin the work of re-
construetion.

At the head of the flower bed there was
placed a tablet which bore the famous inserip-
tion **Dulee et decorum est pro patria mori.”’
It was the suggestion of the late Dr. Howard
Murray, to whom the living memorial made
particular appeal, that the inseription be com-
pletee, so that it now reads in translation, ‘It is
sweet and honourable to die for one's country,
for by so doing one gains immortality.”” One
may doubt the sweetness of dying for one's
country in a horrible waste such as the Great
War: but that-the heroism of these Dalhousians
should gain immortality~there can be no ques-
tion. The garden remains to keep alive the
memory of their nobility of purpose and of their
valour in sacrifice.

1929-1930

Late September, 1929, will we ever forget it?  Now it furnishes™us with a good
laugh, but we were very serious about it then. First we met Murray Macneill, then
George Mahon, We didn’t know whether to believe Murray when he said we should
work very, very hard all the time, or *‘Hoot”” when he told us that we_should turn out
for C. O. T. C. or rugby.

After a condueted tour of the campus under the able guidance of George, Walter
and “‘Archie,’” we met in the Chem. Theatre to choose our first executive.  We showed
our wisdom by choosing Rolph Grant, President; Lib. Saunderson, Vice-Pres.; Marion
West, Secretary, and Allan Cook, Treasurer. It is worthy of note that only one of our
first officials is still with us. Rolph and Marion left long ago for parts unknown.
Allan is in the ranks of the employed. Only Lib. remains, but she has been a real asset
both to her class, and to the University as a whole.

We were shortly initinted in the time-honoured manner, but we were stronger
than the Sophs., and there were several battles royal.  But we patched up our quarrels
at the Freshie-Soph dance in the old Gym. undera canopy of black and gold paper and
to the haunting tune of Among My Souvenirs.

Class "33 did well in sport in its freshman year. Rolph Grant made the Senior
Football Team. The Frosh (Verdants as Kelly called us) won the Inter-faculty Foot-
ball championship, and were runners-up for the basketball championship. Speaking
about football, Acadia came down five-hundred strong to watch their team being
trounced by the Tigers. Afterwards, the whole student body paraded down town.
We had a real Pep Rally before that game—possibly that is why we won.

We also put up a good fight for the Bennett Shield, being represented by Dorothy
Redmond and Mike Greenberg.,  Dorothy ean still talk pretty well, and Mike has taken
up debating as a profession; but he comes from Ottawa, so that is natural.

Nobody eriticised the Glee Club in 1929-30. We had three orchestras and
band, under the direction of the one and only Sina 8. Singer.  “‘Baldy’ Armstrong
was the Freshman mascot. The record of good shows put on by the Glee Club that
vear has never been surpassed.  Has anyone forgotten Moran and Mackie? They are
still paired.

We showed some Class Spirit in our Freshman year—it seems of late to be sadly
lacking. This was evidenced by the fun which we managed to have at our class parties—
one at Laura Marshall’s and one at the Yacht Squadron.

Short skirts were still short in 1929 and appeared to be going up; but they came
down with International Nickel. While they lasted, they formed material for much
discussion and debate on the campus. So did a letter, alleged to have originated in
the Chemistry Dept., about necking in the woods behind the Hall.

Class '33 made a lot of mistakes that vear, but our greatest mistake was the First
Annual Freshman Ball. The grandiloquent title of this shindig should have been
“The Last Annval Financial Ruin of the Freshman Class.”’  Those were the days of
prosperity, but we did not have to wait for Britain’s abandonment of the Gold Standard
to see the error of our ways.




In the spring, we elected Bob Brown as our representative on the Student’s Coun-
cil, and the following officers: Dick Squires, Pres.; Lib. Saunderson Viee-Pres.; Polly
Burris, Secretary, and George Thompson, Treasurer.

1930-1931

The first important gathering of Class "33 was held on October 5th, for the laudable
purpose of humbling the Freshmen. This was done in the approved fashion with the
aid of the Brandram-ITenderson Co., Ltd.  For ten days, no Sophmore carried a mateh.
This initiation was done so thoroughly that it discouraged our suceessors, and the pro-
cess know seems to be indefinitely suspended.  Two days later we raized the Junior's
ante by adopting a $2.00 class fee—this was eventually paid by about 20 per cent. of
the members.

The Christmas Exams. were very hard on us in our Sophmore yvear.  Many of us
were forced to realize, for the first time, the inherent difficultics in such classes as
Philosophy 1, English 2, and Latin 2. Many of us took Geology | that yvear, and many
more have since regretted that they did not. It has really degenerated fright fully under
the baneful influence of Miss Pelluet, and Prof. Douglas.

Class "33 made an excellent showing in debating.  Marie Ferguson, and Dick
Squires won the Bennett Shield for us, and Dorothy Redmond was on the Women's
Intercollegiate Debating Team.

On January 2lst, was held the famous combined c¢lass party which was largely
attended by eighteen couples.  But this was forgotten by Friday, March 31<t when
we held a most enjoyable party at Shirveff Hall.

Doreen Harper, and George Thompson were chosen to represent us on the Stu-
dents” Couneil.  The following officers were eleeted for the next yvear: Laurie Hart,
President; Laura Marshall, Vice-President; Marion Morton, Seeretary, and Murray
Marven, Treasurer.

The grand elimax was reached on May 7th when the Gymnasium was destrove:d
by fire.

1931-1932

This year was begun under a new manager.  Carleton W. Stanley, M.A., assumed
the post of President amid the thunderous applause of the multitudes.  With the re-
signation of President MaeKenzie, the only “‘Old Contemptible’” still on active service
is Murray Macneill.  With the new President came Medical Examinations. These
formed an admirable topic for discussion and debate for many weeks.

Several other contentious questions arose during the vear. One was a malicious
agitation begun by Tom Goudge for the abolition of the C. O. T. C. “*‘Observer’” man-
aged to keep most students in constant fear that their nefarious activities might be
bared before the world in the columns of the Gazette. Tt has been said that this was of
great moral benefit to the college.

Socially, Class "33 did very little in its Junior yvear. There was one elass party at
Shirreff Hall, and, in the spring, we were forced to entertain our friends, Class ‘32, in
the new gymnasium.

This, the latest addition to the campus buildings, was officially completed on
March Ist. It caused, and still causes the Board of Governors many sleepless nights;
but it was an immeasureable boon to the students.
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We were well represented in all athletic activities.  Among the boys, we had
George Thompson, Carl Stoddard, and Charlie Anderson, to mention only a few. While
Lib. Saunderson, Aileen Meagher, Pat Cann, and Betty Webster represented the givls.

Ray MacCarthy represented us in the Men’s Intercollegiate Debating Team.
Betty March became famous in three Universities for her gift of satire, and Aileen Mea-
gher and Ben Rogers represented us in the Bennett Shield Debate,

At the end of the term, Don Mahon was re-elected as Commerce representative
on the Students’ Council, while Kay Densmore and George Thompson were elected
for Class ; ass officers were named as follows: George Thompson, President;
Laura Marshall, Vice-President; Marion Morton, Secretary; and Murray Marvin,
Treasurer. (Murray was unable to return for his final vear, and Don Mahon was
clected to take his place).

1932-1933

Class "33 opened its final year's activities by holding a delightful party at Shirreff
Hall. This was largely attended by Sophmores and Freshettes, nevertheless, a good
time was had by all.

The most noticeable feature of the pre-Christmas term was the great increase in
attendance in the Library. The natural outcome of this was seen on Deecember 31st
when the pass lists were announced,  Class "33 received fewer plucks than ever hefore
in its history. It has been reported that this sudden desire for knowledge is one of
the several beneficial results of the GREAT ECONOMIC DEPRESSION.

In sport, the elass has been ably represented.  Aileen Meagher has made a speed
record that it will take a long time to beat. In basketball, we have Chariie Anderson
and George Thompson, the latter being also prominent in rughy. Carl Stoddard has
made a name for himself both in sport and at Shirreff Hall.,

In debating, the class is represented by Betty March, Eirene Walker, Ray Mue-
Carthy, and Flint Cahan. Betty has already won her laurels, and, at the time of going
to press, it is very likely that the others will do so too.

The Gazette has been the subject of much controversy this yvear; but there has been
somewhat less since the elevation of a Senior, Harold Egan, to the post of Editor-in-
Chief. “'Egbert'’ and **Whiskey Jake' have risen and fallen, as also the Aspiring
President of the Anti-Feminist League. The Book of Bunk is the best feature.

We held a class party at the Lord Nelson on February 10th,  There was a larger
percentage of Seniors present than ever before.

We met recently and again showed our wisdom and judgment in choosing the fol-
lowing Life Officers: George Thompson, Life President:; Laura Marshall, Life Viee-
President; Marion Morton, Life Seeretary, and Evatt Bishop, Life Treasurer.

Such is the history of Class '33.  With the exception of the first thirty-five days,
the whole period was spent in the economic doldrums. It is now our duty and our
privilege to give all our ability and energy to the alleviation of the world’s present
plight.

Like all innovations, it was fated to be regarded with skepticism and
even \\ilh indifference by many of the students whom it endeavoured to serve, but it steadily gained
strength and (lu\vlnuml into a truly representative body which was not nnl\’ elected by, but was necorded
the support of the Student Body. Under the stimulus of this pervading spirit of cooperation, it gradunlly
welded the various student organizations into a harmonious group with the one central governing body
In 1927, the membership of the Council was reduced from 28 1o a less unwicldy body of 12, a change which
ereatly inereased its efficiency.  To this number was added, in 1931, a non-voting Permanent Seerctary-

The
Federation has operated with signal suecess in
its allotted field so that now, in its seventh
yvear of serviee, it may be xzucl o oceupy a
truly important place in Canadian student fife.

In four fu-l(l~ in particular the work of
WiLriam JosTt, B.A. the N, . C. U. S, has been valuable., Sev-
eral debating llllllh, national and internat-
ional, have been organized, and on each oc-
casion the teams have been met with general acclaim.  These fours have unquestionably
h:-c-u of value in sustaining interest in an |m|:mT ant university activity.

The purpose of this scheme is the promotion of exchanges of students
as between the Eastern, Central, and Western groups of Universities. ]'i.\' the Scheme
undergraduates are afforded the opportunity of taking a year of study in another part
of the country without extra expense to themselves. In the field of athleties the work
of the Federation has so far been confined to two matters. A plan for the cooperative
purchasing of athletic equipment at reduced rates has been put into operation, and the
formation of an all-Canadian Intercollegiate Athletic Union 1s now in contemplation.
Lastly the Federation has been active in promoting facilities for student travel. This
has taken form in the organization of overseas tours, in the reception of students on
tour from other countries, and in negotiations with passenger carriers in Canada for
reductions in rates for students.

The N. F. C. U. 8. maintains a permanent office in Edmonton from which contact
is maintained with the several student bodies through a local representative in each
In addition there is an annual conference at which the whole business of the Federation

For the first time sinee 1929, Dalhousie won the City Senior Football Title —and for
the first time in many years the Wanderers suffered two successive defeats from the
claws of the Tigers.  Much of the credit for this splendid showing is due to the Smith
brothers ~Ab and Fletcher, who were tireless in their efforts to develop a championship
team.

Practices began ecarly in September, and a pre-season trip to Mount Allison and
Fredericton put the team in far better condition to start the City League than in seasons
past. Injuries received in the initial game almost ruined our chances for the title
For over three-quarters of the game Dalhousie suffered the loss of one of its best players.
But the final score of 3-0 was in favour of Dalhousie, much to the chagrin of the Wan-
derers. Two weeks later the Tigers again defeated their Redland opponents 3-0
A penalty kick by Davidson in the dying minutes of the game brought vietory to Dal-
housie.

The return of Acadia to the League, after an absence of a year. did much to stimu-
late greater interest.  However, it was most unfortunate that the final play-off game
was forfeited by the Wolfville squad beeause of their decision to participate in the
Intercollegiate play downs.

Having been awarded the Championship of the City League, Dalhousie journeyed
to Cape Breton to play Caledonia for the Provinecial title.  Much to our sorrow the
Cape Bretoners were too much for the Tigers.

The season saw the development of several new players, and the prospects for a
championship team, as the curtain came down on the 1932 season, never looked brighter.

Soccer

A number of students interested in Soccer met at an early date in the
FFall term to discuss the possibilities of forming a Soccer Union.  Supported
by Charlie Anderson, the President of the D. A. A. C., and Mr. Stirling,
Physical Director, they made application to the Students’ Couneil for finan-
cial backing. The Couneil agreed, in consideration of this request, to fur-
nish sufficient funds for the formation of a team. Admission to the Halifax
City Soceer League was sought and obtained.

Many difficulties immediately presented themselves. All satisfactory
hours for practice had long since been taken by the Rugger teams from Dal.
and King's. Nothing daunted, the boys turned out for training from seven
to eight in the morning.  Another serious handicap was the absence of regula-
tion goal posts from the campus.  This was not only a serious drawback in the
practices but also meant that all games had to be played on inferior and less
favourably situated fields.

The series was never completed owing to the inclement weather condi-
tions which prevailed in the Fall. Out of six games played, the Dal. eleven
went down to defeat but once, when in their first game, after but little prac-
tice, they were nosed out of victory by the St. George's Aces, which team they
later defeated in the second round.  Apart from this defeat and one scoreless
draw —the result of a game played with the R.C.N.V.R. in a literal hurricane
the Dal. eleven won very decisively.

This was but a beginning.  With further support from the Council they
hope next yvear to begin earlier and to form an Inter-Collegiate League with
Acadia and Mt, A, and also to aim at the Maritime championship.
