Student Alertness 
Some time ago-four or five weeks, that is-the Gazette 

published a story lifted bodily from one .of the Communist 
booklets which arrive quite regularly at the office. It de­
scribed the conditions of students under the rule of Com­
munism. 

That little item was followed up by a number of posters 
-received from the same som·ce-which were duly attached 
to or near bulletin boards around the campus. Another was 
tacked· to the wall of the Gazette office. All this was done 
with the expectation that a few students might notice such 
evidence of Communism on the campus and take further 
steps to determine its origin. As far as the Gazette is able 
to discover, only one or two students gave the matter any 
thought at all. It would appear, at first glance, that Dal 
students are not too concerned with the doctrines of Com­
munism or with the possibility that there may be active 
exponents of this political theory on the campus. 

The1·e was no objection whatever to the Gazette's pub­
lishing Communist propaganda and the only student-to our 
knowledge-who noticed the Red posters was one member of 
a student organization which is itself interested in interna­
tional student affairs. 

In succeeding issues of the Gazette, however, there 
appeared a number of news stories and articles which were, 

. to say the least, quite colorful. Whether they were in good 
taste, or not, they were read and not even the writers would 
argue their importance against the importance of noticing 
Communistic tendencies on the campus. It's strange how 
such really unimportant material catches the eye and taste 
of such a large number of students while material which has 
its o~·igin in the nations bent on the destruction of principles 
and rdeas we strongly suppol't goes unopposed into the stu­
dent publication and on the iralls of buildings erected fol' the 
use of the students. 

To our way of thinking, the Red material could have 
beginning of a serious attempt to win the sympathies of 
Dalhousie students. Yet the students themselves showed 
more interest in the comparatively trivial issues at stake 
between two organizations than they did to the fundament­
ally more important issue of Communism on the campus.

Not Part of Human Family 
By ALA~ .:\lARSHALL 

As I was woniedly wondering 
what to write for the Gazette, the 
postman came to my rescue with 
two pieces of mail: a reminder 
from a magazine that my sub­
:niption will soon expire, and a 
copy of a ne\v Halifax weekly 
newspaper, "The Citadel Reporter". 

T h e magazine advertisement 
ptatted off with vigorous horn 
tooting: this is to be expected, of 
course. Thus: "We enjoy unbal­
ancing extremists. Famous exam­
ple: the MacArthur frenzy. May­
be your l;Jlood pressure rose . .. 
. Lut we steered clear of extremes, 
happily printed all sines." They 
did, too, "by the way. Or again, 
""\Ve enjoy thwarting partisans, 
IThe reader with .a one track (and 
usually narrow guage) mind really 
fumes at us. He approves of edi­
torial honesty except where his 
"sacred cow" is concerned. And 
that's one creature unsafe around 
us." Now is all to the good. Re­
,porting all sides of an issue leads 
to adoption of moderate policies; 
and one does not have to look far 
into the events of this century, to 
learn of the inability of the ex­
tremist's methods to bring peace. 
They only bring hate, of which 
there is plenty, these days. 

The trouble with extremists is 
that they will not compromise, 
with anyone who sees things dif­
ferently from the way they do. 
This makes democratic methods 
unworkable, because triumphant 
majorities, if they believe in ex­
tremist ideas, ride roughshod over 
minorities, which are, understand­
ably, unwilling to take this lying 
down. In this way, everything 
gets dragged into politics and 
-political contests approach th~ fury 
of wars of religion. French and 
German politics have been like 
this for decades. So we see the 
rise of Nazi, Fascist and Commun­
ist political theories, and partits. 
Communism is still with us, and 
.Naziism and Fascism are not com­
"pletely dead, and may rise again. 
There is some fear of extremists 
in the U.S., particularly on the 
right. There has been some in­
crease of fear and bitterness, and 
some decrease in civil liberties. 
The1·e is some reassurance to be 
obtained from the recent elections 
in that extremist senators up for 
re-election fared worse than mod­
erates. Moderate policies, how­
ever, will become difficult to 
maintain, unless all sides of issues 
are reported and discussed. It is 
unfortunate, therefore, that maga­
zines and newspapers, or some of 
them at least, still consider that 
it is their duty to report all sides 
of the case. 

In line with the need for full 
and fair reporting, it is pleasant 
to report that reporting in Hali­
fax is to be improved by the exis­
tence of a new paper: the "Citadel 
Reporter". This paper has been 
going for four weeks. Editor Russ 
Lownds. Circulation Manager Russ 
Lownds. Business Manager Russ 
Lownds. No doubt about it: this 
is a w~ekly in the fine old tradi­
tion. Shirtsleeves and all. He 
stops" short of printer's ink how­
ever. Its prospectus is in the fine 
old tradition too: "We abhor sen­
-sationalism of any kind. An ac­
curate, faithful account of doings 
in Halifax from day to day is our 
sole objective." 

The paper itself starts off with 
a report on the art exhibition at 
the city library about to be opened 
by the •Lieutenant Governor, a his­
tory of civic improvement in Hali­
fax since the 1890's, and a des­
cription of the Halifax coat of 
arms. Then, a pleasant, discur-

sive assay, by Howard Greer: just 
the sort I was racking my brain 
for before I wrote this. He wrote 
abou t the Halifax Burlington Bun. 
The paper includes an editorial, 
spot news, a plea for greater sup­
port of Community Chest cam­
paigns, and an article by Keilor 
Bentley of the Classical Record 
Center (Georgian Building) on LP 
recordings of operas. There is a 
discussion of musical comedy pro­
duction in Halifax, household hints, 
and notices of some books avail­
able at the city library. I have 
never seen this before in a paper, 
but it is a very good idea, and 
should have been included in 
papers years ago. The paper 
finished with a schedule of Hali­
fax church services, and an article 
on cunent sports events. 

There has been a good deal of 
,Jiscussion concerning the danger 
of allowing the sources of infor­
mation to be monopolized. Recent­
ly, the numbers of newspapel's has 
declined, as unyielding economic 
facts have taken their tqll. There 
has never been any satisfactory 
answer to the question of how to 
maintain two newspapers in a city 
that can support only one, or ten 
papers in a city that has room 
only for five. It may be, that in 
the future, we •will see many 
small papers in cities with only 
one or two large ones. The big 
papers will support the world wide 
wire services, while the little ones 
will fill in the chinks. Both will 
express opinion through editorials. 
There would be no competition 'be­
tween the large and small papers 
and people would become used to 
the idea of buying two kinds of 
papers. Just as some people be­
lieve that both big and small busi­
ness can get along in the world 
together, and that each has a job 
to do; so we may see large and 
small papers equally recognized by 
the public, with comparable circu­
lations, and equally respected edi­
torials, and each with its own job 
to do. This way, there would be 
no monopoly of the resources of 
information and editorial opinion. 
By having more information re­
ported, on all sides of every ques­
tion, discussion and argument will 
lead to fair solutions to today's 
problems and · onesided extremist 
actions become unlikely. Congrat­
ulations, Russ Lownds, and the 
Jbest of luck with your paper.
