Peter J. 0 Hearn, Q.C., city prosecutor, 
delivered the speech from the throne in which he mentioned 
the bills which his ministers were to introduce. 

The first sitting got underway at ~---­
eight o'clock. The Gentleman Usher 
of the Black Rod, Prof. W. E. 7\T Cl 
Ledennan, informed the House that 1 f0 aSSeS 
theh· presence was requh~ by the rrtomor, .. OW 
Governor General in the Senate .6. 4 • ' 
Chamber. Led by the music of a 
bagpipe, the members filed into the 
Moot Court Room. 

Prof. G1•aham Murray, speaker 
for the Senate, asked them if they 
had elected a speaker yet. Replied 
Prof. F. W. Carruthers, Clerk of 
the Lower House, 'no.' So back 
they went. 

Rt. Ron. Phil Woolaver, Prime 
Minister, moved F. Bissett, Q.C., be 
speaker. This gentleman then mov­
ed to the chair of that office. Then 
back to the Senate Chamber to !hear 
the speech from the Throne. 

Back in the House again, the de­
ba.te in reply to the Spe:ech from 
the Throne started. 

B. Douglas, Grenville, Grenada, 
delivered the first speech which was 
rated as about the best of the eve­
ning. Other speakers were Bob 
Webster, leader of Her Majesty's 
Opposition, Vaughan Baird, leader 
of the Maritime West Party, Bob 
Mcinnes, Phil Woolaver, Neville 
Lindsay and Bill Smith. 

Speaking in French on the debate 
were Jean Richard, (Lib.-Ottawa 
East) and Jean Vincent (B.C.­
Ottawa East). There seemed to be 
some dispute as ,to which ought to 
be representing that constituency, 
but for the purposes of harmony 
both were allowed to remain. 

No bills were introduced. These 
took place last night. 

Bills introduced by the Liberals 
were An Act Respecting Construc­
tion of the St. Lawrence Seaway 
and An Act Respecting the Widen­
Ing of the Divorce Laws. Debate 
took place on these last night. 

The body of His late Majesty, 
King George VI, will be laid to 
rest tomorrow. A day of mourn­
ing has been proclaimed in Canada. 
Most of the stores will be closed 
and movie theatres will stay shut 
till six o'clock. 

There will be no' classes at Dal­
housie. No special service will be 
held on thE: campus, but Dr. Kerr 
has suggested that students at­
tend the services at their respec­
tive churches.

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An Outcome And A Decision 
Several decisions of the Maritime member universities 

of the National Federation of Canadian University Students 
at their conference last weekend should call forth some 
interesting comments and debates on the various campi and 
on the executive meeting of the organization to be held in 
Ottawa this month. 

This will be particularly so in the case of the demand by 
the delegates that the parent NFCUS organizat~ons mo~e to 
develop a strong national program and leave mternabonal 
affairs to the other organizations equipped to work in the 
field. This feeling, it wollld seem, is fairly general in ~he 
Maritime universities and is largely the result of the Russian 
student visit questio~ which swept Canadian campi last fall. 
The Dalhousie Student Body expressed this opinion at the 
first student forum of the year when they showed a dissatis­
faction with what NFCUS was actually doing for them. It 
was felt that at 20c per student more could be accomplished 
by the organization that had be.en in past years. The qu~s­
tion arose again more strongly m the debate on the Russian 
student visit when several of those who spoke against the 
move held that it was a matter outside the sphere of NFCUS 
activities and should be left to organizations such as I.S.S., 
whose work lay in the international field. • 

In line with this feeling also, was the recommendation 
of the conference that NFCUS and I.S.S. local committees 
co-operate more closely in their activities on the campus and 
that amalgamation on this level might even be a good step. 

Such co-operation is not now the general practice of 
universities outside the Maritimes. Dalhousie, however, in 
the past year, exhibited the success such co-operatiqn could 
have, when the two organizations worked together on the 
Black and Gold Revue. The success amazed even the most 
optimistic. Co-operation also enabled the two groups to 
bring in an outside artist, Rawhide, which action would 
hardly have been feasible for one organization working alone. 

These Maritime demands will be made to the national 
organization at the executive t;'le~ting ~n Ottawa. this month. 
If no action is taken on them 1t 1s entirely poss1ble that the 
Maritime universities will withd1·aw from the organization. 
The outcome of the conference will be interesting to watch.
