It is a matter of pride, then, we say, that our College 
has been the first to recognize ~e crying needs of the province 
and is patriotic enough to ·make an effort to meet them. 

So much has alre~<Jy been said about the advantages of a 
local School of Mines that it is u ele .to go over the ~round 
again. One has but to think o_f the fine ?pportunitles f?r 
geological study in the surroundtngs of Hahfax, and the btg 
coal a~d gold mines within a half day' journey, to be con­
vinced of this city' fitness a a location for such a ~chool. 

With all this in mind, the Governors of Dalhousie launched 
their scheme. The)' have met with gratifying success. Enthu­
siastic public meettngs were held in Halifax, New Glasgow 
and Sydney. Halifax has already subscribed ~4o,ooo, and 
probably will give S2o,ooo more. Four men in New Glasgow 
gave 86,ooo, and generou support was promised from Sydney.

Pro­
fessor Shaler, Dean of the Harvard Scientific School, poke in 
the highest terms of his cientific knowle~ge and al of · 
skill as a teacher. For everal e sions Dr. Woodman has had 
cha~ge of the classes in Geology at the Harvard Summer 
School.

other ·professional men, a Univer ity education hould be 
specially useful. Again, ince the object in the education of 
the Artizan, is to have an intelligent as well as a skillful 
workman, and not ere machine, therefore, neither in him, 
mu t the training of the intellectual facultie be neglectea. 
He must be tau~ht to think as well a to u e hi hands ; and 
the technical chool must supplement, and not su~nede the 
high school. 

And so Technical Education i part of a great educational 
cheme. Let us note it present po itiQn in other countries; 

and how best it may be advanced in Nova SCotia. 
In England, Ireland, and Wale the education of the artizan 

is at present attract~ng much ttention; ~nd technic 1, or a 
they are often calleii industrial chools, are e tabliahed in all 

. the large cen.tres of population. The Ia t Government Return 
shows an expenditure of over s,ooo,ooo ~uring the year 1901 
by local authorities on more than 430 of these chooh. That 
the results, th ugh good, will be commen urate with the hopes 
and anticipation of the organizer of these schools i doubt­
ful. The difficultie in the arrangement of technical cour e , 
and in obtaining uitable instructor are very great;. The 
local authoritie who control the hool have liad in m ny 

ae little or no e perience in educa tiona I methods, nd

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wasteful development of the coal fields wa largely due to the 
want of properly educated mining engineers. 

Many 1ndtcat1ons may be found, to-day, that England, while 
continuing to pay an ever increasing attention to the educa­
tion .of the artizan, i awakening to the nece sity of improved 
engineering education. The Institution of Civil Engineers 
now elect their members only when they have passed a stiff 
qualifying examination which is intended to be a test that 
the candidates have received a thoroQgh scientific training 
in some branch of their profe sion. In all the newer colleges, 
the counes in applied c1ence are the most popular; and the 
engineering courses offered at the older universities, modified 
and more ~pecialized than formerly, are also much better 
attended. The Univer ity of Birmingham g~ve this year for 
the first time a course in mining engineering. 

The following list of course offered this session at the York­
. hire College ol Victoria University, shows the recent en-

~ deavour cientifically to develor, the En~lish Industries: 
(;/wm,iBt-ry, OitJil, Jl«hanical, and Electrical E-ng~ering, Min­

The e cour e are given·in addition to the ordinary classes in 
Arts, Science, Law, and Medicine.

Technical Educati<>n may be said, therefore, \to be fairly 
e tabli hed in England; but o lowly and wit apparently 
such great reluctance have the employers of skilled labor bee~ 
forced· to adnlit its nece ity, that sati actory result cannot 
be expected for ome time. 

The extraordinary advance made by Germany in the com­
merci 1 world com_Pellcd the engineer and manufacturer of 
England to examane the methOd of her formidable rival.

The United State and France have al given much atten­
tion to Germany in this matter. American scientific and tech­
nical . papers, reports of engineering societie , and journal of 
education-all are full of tatistica, collected from Con ular 
Reports, showing Ge~many' rapid advance, and of de criptio 
of Germany Educational method • An intere ting report of a 
French Commis ion of Enquiry into the cau es of Germany' 
Commercial Progre , a cribe it a greatly due to the hagh 
efficiency of Industrial Education, and to the application Of 
Science to Manufactures. . ~ 

That the splendid Technical Educational y tern of Ger­
many has had much to do with the rapid development of her 
resource is now admitted by all; and the close connection be­
tween the work done in th~ Science Schools and the incre sed 
prosperity of the nation, is clearly een in chemical industries. 
The chemical laboratorie of the German college and 
School are second to none, and the advance in the chemical 
industrie has been phenomenal. A con ular report i ued 
by the British Foreign office in I~I, e timate the value 
of the German chemical indu traes a l25o,ooo,ooo per 
annum. To take one, though probably, the mot ttikang , 
example. In x86s the aniline works at Ludwig hafen em­
ployed about 30 people, and last yea~ nearly 6,000 were em­
ployed, of whom ISO ,were trained chemi ta. In a report of 
the Manchester Committee on Technic 1 In truction, it ·

Mr. Beck a ys: " There is no place in the whole of England 
where man can learn optic in a way that is of any use to 
him for p-:actical application to optical instrument making." 
* * * "It i a po itive fact that if I desire to employ a 
mathematician to work out my len es, I cannot find any ready 
made man in England." 

All who h ve vi ited the German Technical Schools peak 
in the highest terms of the completeness of their organization. 
There i a very important difference between the German 
schools and those of England. While the Ia tter are for the 
mo t part only tratU chools, that is, chools in which the 
Artizan is taugh~ a particular hahdicraft, the schools of Ger-

. many are iftdutrial chools, in the widest sen e. In them 
not only i a cientific and technical training given to the 
Artizan, but there i also given the instruction neces ary 
for those who have to take charge of any particular branch 
of manufacture, or who hould be fitted to become organ­
izen and directon of any particular industry. Generally, 

· attention i paid to some particular industry in each school. 
We find that Saxony, . with a population of 4,ooo,ooo, ha 
over 2 so indu trial schools ; and, as an example of the efforts 
taken to have the indu trial schools of Germany as efficient 
a possibl , mention might be made of the chool at Crefield, 
where, for bout ISO tudent in the textile industry, there

Shop wor is often not 
required for courses in Mechanical Engineering. The ·work 
may be optional; but always the student is recommended to 
take shop work either before entering on the course or after 
leaving the College. In the testing laboratories, usually a 
series of tests is made .by the Professor and hi's a si 'tant bef~re 
the class; and the students themselves do not use the machine' . 
The general tendency, however, is to increase the laboratory 
work required in German Coll~ges. The mu eums and model 
rooms are much bette.r equippe(l in Germany than in America • 
. The fol~owin~ remark by Professor Storm Bull, of the Univer­

Sit~ of ~tsconstn, shows that the satisfactory c~ndition of edu­
cation tn the common schools amongst the Continental state 
of Europe has been an important factor in the success of Tech­
nical Education: "Students ente~ing the Zurich schools are 
about two years further advanced in their studies than those 
entering Technical Schools in America." In the article from 
which this is quoted Professor Bull explains that the condition 
at the Zurich Technical Schools are much the same as at the 
larger German Technical Schools. In fact, Zurich is generally 
classed in America with the German schools. 

T urn~ng !low to w.ha t is be in~ d~ne to advance Technical 
~ducatton tn the Untted States, tt ts readily seen, that while 
httle has been done for Trade and Industrial Schools the con­
dition of En~ineering .Education is very satisfactory, 'The iron 
and steel Industry ts, of course, well looked after in the 
metallurgical and mechanical engineering departments of 
~he great Colleges. Allusion ha already been made to the 
tmportant work done in Electrical Engineering ; and it i cer­
t~in when uch good provi ion ha been made now for the educ -

He ays, speaking of manual training: "If 
that work is to stand as a broadly educational element, bene­
fiting alike a large. range of pupils,. it will quic~ly. me~t i~s 
limitations on the stde of pectahzatton; and spectahzatton IS 
the very heart of technical training." And he concludes: 
"The need for distinctly technical education must be met in 
schools apart from the manual training high school." 

That a larger svstem of technical instruction will soon be 
organized in the United States is certain .. V! e .ee t~at already­
there is a great tendency towards spectah~a tton 1n some ?f 
the Engineering Colleges; and when earned out fully thts 
means that the Colleges become Technical Schools. Tlie stu­
dent wishin~ to become an e!lginee~ requires to be ta!lght the 
general prtnciples ~nderlytng .hts future p~ofesston ~ and 
must not pend his ttme maste~tng the techntcal ~eta~.ls ?f 
ome par icular trade. The future ~Technical Schools wtll, tn 

mo t ca es, p~obably, be in connection with the g~eat Engineer­
ing Colleges. · This arrangement is to be found. tn New Sou~h 
Wales, where there is one ~reat. central Techn~cal College, 1n 
which every branch ,of engtneertng, an~ every tndustry of the 
country, are taught . by expetienced teach~rs. The qerman 
and Engli h systems--:the former o completely el?arating the 
artizan from th engtneer; and the latter merely Intended to 
upplement the apprenticeship y tem-are not likely to be 

introduced into America.
