IN the Munro . Room on Sunday Nov. 
14th Dr Fraser-Harris, delivered be­
fore ·a. large and apprt>ciative audience 

of students and others a comprehensive 
and illuminating lecture--the second of the 
Y. M. C. A. aerie~, on the subject "Through 
Science to God." 

The key no.te of the addres was the 
idea that all the sciences indicate Person-
ality in the Universe. · . 

Astronomy may be regarded as Mind or 
Personality working in space, Biology· as 
Personality working through time, Pal­
aeontology is the scienee of Life in past 
time,. Biology the science of Life in pre-
sent t1me. · 

All the sciences indicated ord~r , method, 
system, cosmos as opposed to chaos. 

· Science included not only knowledge as 
t? f!lcts, but inferences, beliefs and pre­
diCtiOns as well; some of the m'ost brilliant 
things in science have been predictions 
verified and beliefs corroborated. Science 
is not confined to what is visible and p~l­
pable, it includes the belief in the evidence 
of things not seen." 

If 11the undevout astronomer is mad" 
a the old English poet said, then the unde­
vout biologist is incomplete. 11The Course 
of Nature is the Art of God." Design, an 
end attained, some goal appointed. to be 
striven for, are present in every science. 

The Professor said that the line of argu­
ment in such book as Paly's "Nat ural 
Theology or evidences of the Existenc and 
attributes of the Diet~" (1802) was not 
antiquated; science has. but discovered 
designs and mechanisms much more wond­
erful than ny which Paley described. 

·All such mechanisms as lever, pulley 
v~l!e, the use of ~egative pre sure, elec~ 
tr1c1ty, coat of mall, . electric current, fly­
in~ ma~bine, submarine boat, were mech­
arusms m nature ages before man appear d 
on the earth to imitate them in metal 
and other materials. 

But the chemical mechanisms were 
even more wonderful than the m8Chanical:

Pr ident 
Macke?zie _who was pres~nt, poke with 
appremabon of the work the ociation 
was doing for the men in Khaki, and m­
phasized the re ponsibility of all who can­
not be one of tho e men to do all in their 
power to a ist. 

It was thought that while it would not 
mean much individually to help support 
Austen, yet the united effort of tb m n 
and women of all faculties would mean a 
great deal, and that thi wa something all 
students would be glad to do the more be­
ca se Mr. Austen is a Dal man and be­
cause many of the men in the 85th are also 
Dal men.

THROUGH HISTORY TO GOD 

THE first of' the Y. M. C. A. Sunday 
afternoon lectures was given by Prof. 
Todd before quite a large audience of 

students. To .say that the lecture was good 
is to put it mildly indeed. Apart altogether 
from the material it contained, it would 
well have repaid any student to have lis­
tened to it ,.s a model of English composi­
tion. The Gazette only wishes that it 
has the spi.ce to publish the addr in full. 
Any summary however complete cannot do 
it justice. Prof. ·Todd took as his subject 
11Through Hi tory to God." History, the 
lecturer defined not as the record of dates 
and event merely, but as a tream of ten­
dency, the movement of humanity onward 
and upward. 11 History is the story of pro­
gress and to studt it is to learn the way by 
which we have come, to see how we have 
arisen as individuals, as nations, as human­
ity on stepping tones of dead generations 
to higher thing ." The Historian therefore 
cannot be other 'than religious for 11the 
evolving tory of what men have done and 
said and thought pre ents a continually 
expanding testimony to the power of Him 
who continueth ever' and 'hath an unchan­
geable priesthood."' 

Prof. Todd then proceeded to et forth 
som of the great fundamental les on of 
hi tory. In tbi review he had regard to 
those truths which have a bearing upon con­
t mporary problems. (1) Progress i in­
variably a thing of infinit gradations and. 
i frequently hid from the ob erving eye 
till orne occasion arises particularly favour­
able to its r velation. In History a in 
God's providence ToMorrow oftentime 
follow today only at an interval of a hun­
dred years. The upw rd march of human­
ity is recorded on Time' clock not by the-

cond's indicator but by the hour band." 
The recognition of this truth sav , from un­
due. imism. More than that it will 
eave one from unduly exaggerating his res­
ponsibility for rightin the wrong of the

The nations thuR have a common heritage 
to which all contribute. Their contribu­
tions once made cannot be revoked or dis­
owned. 11We do ourselves a national dis­
service .therefore by seeking to belittle any 
of the noble enduring achievements of the 
Germanic genius." The German nation on 
the other hand is guilty of overweening con­
ceit when it cries out "We are the people 
and wisdom shall dwell with us." The 
hard won truth of thought and deed which 
is civilization's only lasting achievement, 
the legacy of light which mankind has adq- · 
ed and will add to down the unborn ages by 
wading through failure and error; that truth · 
that light I are the property of no nation 
under heaven but belong by Divine pre­
scription to the commonwealth of all souls."

any prmmp!e upon which the two agreed, 
an~ great mterest must belong to those 
pomts where they part company. Aris­
~otle taught that this form of drama is in 
Its essence a structure of incidents which 
must ~e 'true to nature,' but that th~ nature 
to. '!hich they are true is by no means the 
trJVdtal, the commonplace, or the average

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"lllELANDS AlTITUDE TO THE 
W~l. IRELAND IS LOYALTY 
ITSELF",. SAYS PROFESSOR 
STEW AlT. 

FIVE hundred heard Professor JI. L. 
Stewart address the Canadian Club 
of Montreal at a luncheon in the 

Wipdsor ·Hotel o .Monday November 22nd. 
His subject by request, was 'Ireland's 
Attitude to the War.' He said that two 
things had sp~cially impressed him since 
Qoming to Canada a year and ·a half ago. 
The first was the radiant hospitality which 
Canadians showed to the stranger within 
their gates. He had found that the new­
comer was everywhere received with a wel­
come which made him feel very quickly 
at home, proud of his new citizenship, ea­
ger to enter into the common life, absorb 
the common traditions, and share the com­
mon destiny of the Dominion. And he 
had noticed in the second place that thero 
was a general, an organised, and a. sedul­
ously fostered interest in debating public 
affairs. That was the healthiest possible 
sign in a democratic community. In Can­
ada the readiest ear was lent to those who . 
had anything to say. On the subject which 
he had to discuss he would speak frankly 
from the special point of view of those Irish­
men with whose political principles he 
sympathised. For a certain uspiciousness 
was still entertained and still encouraged 
by certain newspapers towards one Irish 
party regarding its attitude to the war. It 
was aaid that the Nationalists were apath -
tic, and that they had furnished a relatjve­
ly ins~gnifica11t number of colunteers. Hap­
pily the War Office had recently supplied 
official statistics on the subject of recruit­
ing. The last census recorded a total Irish 
popul~tion of less than 600,000 men of 
military age. This timate, of cour e, 
made .no allowance for tho e who migh~ he 
judged physically' unfit. 132,000 were ser­
ving with the colours. It seemed very 
questionable whether England, Scotland, 
or Wales would show a better proportion. 
For about sixty five per cent. of the Irish 
people were engaged in agriculture,. and 
the farming class was the very last, except 
oalv th workers in munitions, which at such 
a iillle u this we could advantageously 
deplete. Again it must be remembered 
that an abnormal proportion of Irishmen 
were at all times found in the ranks either 
of the re1ular Kmy or of the reserve in 
time of peace; this narrowed the area from 
w · ch fresh reenaite could be drawn to meet 
a Bpeeial erieie. And there was reliable 
a hority from the statement that about 
6fty ceat. of t oee wbo off the -
vii liiWI 'been rejected on meaic&l pouncLi.

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side could claim to monopolise loyalty. 
The Unionists had ·sent over thirty thous­
sand; all honour to them for it; they were 
admired by none more sincerely than by 
their political opponents. But Mr. ~ed­
mond was necessarily able to appeal to a 
much wider constituency, .and he ·had ap­
pealed with triumphant success. What­
ever might be said of her party critics 
Ireland's record had won the enthusiastic 
appreciation of Lord kitchener, who wrote 
that she deserved a full share of credit for 
h r- exploits on the field, · and that her res· 
ponse to the call for nien had been magni­
ficent. The motives which bad led to this 
enthusiasm were not far to seek. In par­
ticular the Irish N ationaliBt bad been stirred 
by the plight of a small nation, struggling 
to preserve its independence against an 
overmastering neighbour. The heroic re­
sistance of Belgium reminded him of many 
a page in his own country's past. And he 
recognised with gratitude that Great Brit­
ain had ~iven to Ireland the sure pledge of 
her genume zeal for small peoples, aiming 
to save alive their national soul. A new 
era had opened, an era of self-government 
which meant union in the highest sense; 
the British brotherhood had been made a 
reality, and it was for us to see that we never 
weakened in the coming time of peace that 
bond which had been forged in the ordeal of 
war. This address wa.s listened to with 
intense interest by all present and one and 
all agreed that it was one of the finest 
efforts that had been heard before the Club.
