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DEMOCRACY vs. COMMUNISM 
A recent announcement from B~lgrade declares that 

the International Comintern, which was declared at an 
end during the war-year of 1943, has been resurrected, 
or at least brought into the open again. Nine Communist 
countries have joined in an open pe~~Ct which seeks to 
combat the so-called spread of Americanism. In other 
words, Russia and her followers are now openly op­
posing the only power that can offer any resistance to 
the spread of Communism. 

This announcement does not surprise anyone who 
has followed the tragic courae of events since the recent 
war's tennination- or has it terminated? 

Russia has used its power of veto about a dozen 
.and a half times since the birth of the United Nations 
Organization, each time to oppose a plan favored by the 
majority of the nation members. Through this misuse of 
the veto the avowed aims of the United Nations have 
been thwarted, and the very existence of such an organ­
ization is as farcical as the ill-fated League of Nations 

But what is to be done?- What can we individuals 
of•a democratic country do to combat or avert the seem­
ingly inevitable approaching strife between American­
ism and Communism? Certainly the answer is not to bury 
our heads in the sands of complacency. Nor should we 
rush into the other extreme of immediate war if we can 
avoid it by rational thought and action. Logically there 
is a solution, but where between the extremes does it 
lie? 

It does not seem sensible to abandon the United 
Nations in spite of its apparent failure, for ultimately a 
league of its kind must govern the brotherhood of the 
world. It may not be now, nor may it be a hundred years 
hence, but when the time comes the errors and problems 
of today should be of inestimable value for its guidance. 
This in itself makes the present league worthwhile. 

Meanwhile, perhaps the only answer to the growth 
of Communism might be a League for Democracy, as 
open in aim and purpose as the new International of 
Russia and her satellites. -Or should we be idealistic 
supporters of the United Nations and sit back and watch 
for Russia 's next move?

C.O.T.C. Completes Training 
Fresh with !llemories of a strange hfe - a life involving 

weekend trips to Quebec city and receptions for the Governor­
General of Canada - not to mention arduous periods of train~ 
ing, a group of Dalhousie students who attended the Royal 
Canadian School of Infantry at Valcartier, Quebec, returned 
to studies last week. 

They were members of the Dalhousie contingent, Canadian 
Officers Training Corps, who had attended a sixteen week course 
in infantry traini-ng and procedure under the new C. 0. T. C. scheme. 
Others took training in various branches of the army such as the 
Ordinance Corps, The :Bngineers, Army Service Corps, and on down 
the line. 

As second lieutenants (pay $135 per month) they received officers 
privileges to some extent, and escaped to a small degree, the fatigues 
am:l guard duties of the private soldier. 

Chosen after careful consideration of their scolastic and the­
letic records, they receive training in sixteen-week courses, each 
summer, so thae completion of training will coincide with graduation 
from college. 

Immediately upon arrival at Valcartier, the cadets received equip­
ment, and were initiated into Lasic training, consisting m inly of 
small arms training and drill. 

Basic training was completed by July 1, and at the beginning 
of August they were deep in the intricacies of advanced training, 
aimed at qualifying them as section leaders, able to lead a squad of 
men in any contingency. 

The accommodation provided was a far cry from what the stu-­
dent-soldiers expected. They had comfortable quarters and excellent 
food. Dances were held in the officers mess, and they received passes . 
each weekend. .Several of the officer cadets, including Dalhousie's 
Bob McQuinn and Scott Morrison attended a reception for the Gov- . 
ernor General, held at the Citadel. 

Near the completion of training, competitions were held, including 
rifle and pistol practice on the range, athltic contests, and field craft. 
trials. Bill Grant of Dalhousie won the four mile race. 

Now back at school and attending C. 0. T. C. lectures under the · 
direction of Major Cameron, officer commanding Dalhousie C. 0 .. 
T. C., the eager cadets look forward to next year's training periodl 
when they will return to Valcartier.

READING ABROAD 
Many students will remember that during the war there was an 

annual campaign, held at the time of Student Elections, to persuade 
us to sign over our caution deposits to the International Student 
Service. In these campaigns we had it pointed out to us that the 

money would be spent in providing text books and study materials 
to prisoners of war who had been students. This appeal attracted 
considerable generosity at Dalhousie, to the limited extent of caution 
deposits which we had ~ompletely forgotten anyway. 

One of the present functions of the I. S. S. is the sending of 
books and study materials to what may be- called the prisoners of 
peace. It is very difficult for Canadians to conceive an impression of 
being prisoners, confined by the borders of their own country. 

Seven million people, Jiving in an area no larger than Nova 
Scotia, surrounded on all sides by other small, crowded countries, 
each with a fana,tically strong national tradition, each speaking 
its own language, are trapped, confined. Students in such countries 
have no dollars with which to purchase cultural contact and political 
good-will - and dollars are the only things that can buy these todar. 

The I. S. S. does its best to provide cultural contact, however, 
in the forrn of standard libraries which are being sent to all German­
occupied countries of the war. These libraries contain many of the 
\}ooks suppressed under the Nazi regime, and books representing the 
thought of other nations since 1939. Suc.h libraries are sent to un­
iversities all over Europe. 

New books are considered from time to time, and added to each 
library. In this way, many universities whose complete libraries were 
destroyed during the war, can begin the work of rebuilding. 

It may seem somewhat far-fetched, but be assured that it is true. 
One co.py of the Dalhousie GAZETTE, sent to each university in 
Europe, would be the most widely read document of many months. 
The most trivial details about initiation, football stunts, casual cam­
JtUS gossip, ponderous political discussions, even the advertisements, 

would be read and read again with an unbelievable interest and con­
centration, such as would make GAZETTE editors brush their hair 
bac.k out of their eyes and think that perhaps it is worth the effort. 
At least one colorful character in the office would shout "Recognition, 
t last!" 

How difficult it is to be convincing about such a subject, on 
v.hich the reader has never given any thought. This one venture of 
sending a copy of the GAZETTE, or any Canadian college paper, to 
European universities, could give a return in appreciation entirely 
out of proportion to the effort involved. Yet, to us, it would seem 
too small a thing to be worthwhile. 

You see, there is much truth in the remark above that it could 
be the most widely read new document in many mon'ths. It could 
very easily be the only new document.

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FEATURES 
DALHOUSIANS IN LABRADOR 

By JOHN TRIM 

As a result of the interest which been aroused by the surveys made by Professor Douglas in 
Labrador, a member of the GAZETTE staff visited him recently. The following article is the result 
of this interview. The first of these expeditions was made in the $mmer of 1946 at the request of 
t he Geological Survey of Newfoundland. This party consisted of N. R. Goodman, Capt. G. C. Milligan 
and C. H. Smith, which explored the straits from Blane Sablon to Cape Chidley thus coverihg the At­
lantic coastline of Labra dor. Due to the necessity for more detail, anothr expedition set out this 

IRlmmer. 
This year's expedition consisterl 

of ·three par1!ies, in charge of 
l'r<-fessor Douglas, Capt. Milligan 
allo.l Mr. Smith. The first of th~se 
sent to explore the area between 
Ramah Bay and Rowsell Harbo ,r 
was led by Capt. Milligan, and 
c.-onsisted of H. Anderson, R. 
Cameron, L. Davidson, D. Harris 
rni H. Fielding. 

The second party was in charge 
of Mr. Smith, who had with him 
F. Whidden, D. Templeton, 1\I. 
Mnrshall, R. Slip, R. Hill, P. Hr.r­
ding, R. Roome, L. Lamont and 
J. MacDonald. This group left 
early in June for Tessujulik. 

Professor Douglas arrived dur­
ing the first week in July and 
took some of the second party 
1\oith him to the Canairtok river. 
'l.'bcy ascended the river in can­
r.e~:-, and mapped well over a hun­
dred square miles during the 
three weeks they were there. 
They then returned to Mr. 
.Smith's party, where some re­
mained. The rest went to joiu 
Capt. Milligan. 

Mr. Smith's party mapped the 
area from Cape Harrison to K.ii­
pokok Bay, and penetrated 1 ' •. 

teE>r. miles inland to examine tht! 
Benedict Mountains. They found 
a rock structure c.ontaining moly­
bdenite during their thorou~h 

coYering of this area, the geology 
of which was unknown in detail. 

In the meantime, the fir:3t par­
ty under Capt. Milligan had map­
p~d the a'rea between Rowsell 
li~rbour and Ramah Bay, finding 
a very complex geological struct-

panies and independent prospec­
tors. No great mineral discoveries 

w«.>re made by the Newfoundland­
Dalhousie expeditions in 1.946 and 
1947 but no one is justified in 

saying that the coast of Labrador 
is barren. Now well known to 
exist in the interior of Labrador 
along the frontier with the Prov-

ince of Quebec is one of the 
great undeveloped iron ~c:po::.HS 

of North America. It is being 
<irilled at present by Hollingors' 

Exploration and American intet·­
(:~ts. Neither can one say whether 
or not there is a valuable deposit 

•between the frontier and the west 
[,t>~board. 

The logical step to find de­
posits is to have a geological map 
of all Labrador. Geologically, 
Labrador is an extension of the

A map is now in preparation 
wn:ch will cover this area on a 
llrale of one inch to a thousand 
f"el. and will show the very com-
p~ex detail of this interesting 

geological series. The area is of 
~vme interest, as it contains iron 
pyrites which had been mapped 

during the previo~s year and 
?thich will someday be a valuable 
dc.posit of some economic impor­
t ance. West of this area there 
is also a deposit of iron, but of 
a )(·Wer grade material. Althoug~ 
the attention of the expediti9n 
was given to the possible mineral 
d eposits, the most important fea­
tm·e of their work was t;he map­
ping of the rock necessary for 
t h<' development of the country. 
In Canada this work is done by 
the Geologicai Survey and the 
Bureau of Mines f't>r mining com-

.l:'recanibian Shield, frequently 
called the Cana,lian Shield, which 
forms the ba:.is of the North Am­
erican continent. 

Last year Newfoundland cooks 
accompanied the expeditions but 
this year Professor Douglas of­
fered the job to Dalhousie stud­
~:nts t whose resourcefulness was 
unbolunded. One particular <'OO](, 

IIMlowe Fielding, was given great 
aeclaim for his ingenuity, for 

one day when the camp was de­
s< rted, he somehow got to an ice­
berg and brought back a pail of 
ice. He mixed up a batt",h of eggs, 
some tinned milk, and a can of 
peaches, and when the party catne 
back for supper they had Peach 
Melba for dessert. 

Robert Young, genial skipper 
of the motor boats, saw a bear in 
t•he camp early one morni~ and 

Capt. Milligan and Mr. Smith 
were so cautious of their parti~s 
that the groups retul.'ned without 
having any hard luck explorers' 
stories to tell. This is 'unfortunate 
for the reader, but on the other
