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characteristic energy and enthusiasm to organizing the depart­
ment and building up the new school of which it formed a part. 
The Geological equipment in 1902, consisted mainly of the 
McCulloch collection. This was largely supplemented year by 
year as a result of Professor Woodman's summer work, and the 
present considerable equipment of the Geological laboratory is 
largely due to his efforts.
